19. Defendant Guadalupe Ramirez arranged for Defendant Agustin Ramirez to purchase real

22. Defendant Agustin Ramirez executed a credit application to obtain financing ofthe purchase of 

the SAN SIMEON PROPERTY, which application contained material falsehoods, to wit: that 

the property was to be owner-occupied and that the full purchase price of the property was 

$715,000; 

23. Defendant Agustin Ramirez executed a credit application to obtain financing of the purchase of 

the SAN SIMEON PROPERTY, which application contained material omissions, in that it 

failed to disclose Defendant Ramirez' ownership of at least one other house which Defendant 

Ramirez had recently purchased, and in that it failed to disclose Defendant Ramirez' mortgage 

indebtedness on that recently purchased property. 

24. After the sale of the SAN SIMEON PROPERTY to Defendant Agustin Ramirez was recorded 

on December 5, 2006, Ramirez failed to make payments upon the indebtedness secured by the 

SAN SIMEON PROPERTY, causing a delinquency on February 1,2007, filing of a Notice of 

Default on May 15,2007, and a foreclosure on January 3, 2008.
